Instead they 
have resulted in inefficiencies as well as negatively affected public servants causing difficulties in our day 
to day operations.

Prior to joining the federal government, Filmer has been involved in various projects funded by Heart 
and Stroke Canada, worked with countless restricted data sets from Statistics Canada Research Data 
Center as well as Health Economic Evaluations for the Institute of Health Economics.
